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STATEMENT ON THE APPEAL FOR SUPPORT

TO REFUGEES AFFECTED BY THE THAILAND-CAMBODIA
CONFLICT

The Urban Poor Women Development Organization (UPWD) expresses deep
concern regarding the humanitarian situation and living conditions of civilians along
the border areas affected by the recent armed conflict between Thailand and
Cambodia. Between July 24 to July 28, 2025, the conflict has forced approximately
130,000 Cambodian citizens to flee their homes in search of safe shelter, due to fear
for their lives and the dangers posed by the violence.

As a civil society organization working closely with women, children, and
vulnerable groups in informal urban settlements, we recognize that women, children,
the elderly, and persons with disabilities are among the most at risk groups within
the displaced population. The loss of housing, disruption of children's education, and
lack of food and essential supplies are contributing to severe psychological distress
issues that demand urgent protection and support responses.

Our organization calls for the following:

1. We urge the governments of Cambodia and Thailand to engage in peaceful
dialogue and diplomatic negotiation to bring a swift end to the conflict.

2. We appeal to international organizations to intervene and ensure the safety
and well-being of all displaced persons affected by this crisis.

3. We call on all civil society actors to stand united as a strong, collective voice
advocating for solutions to the national crisis facing our people.

We firmly believe that cooperation and coordination between the Cambodian and
Thai governments can lead to sustainable solutions and restore peace and safety for
all affected citizens.
